Tech Tip: Encrypted Email

To safely encrypt emails with the new Office 365
Outlook:

e Open a new email

e Click the “Options” tab at the top banner

e Click the “Encrypt” lock icon

e Select "Encrypt-Only”

This will allow any outside agency contacts to open
the encrypted email with a unique auto-generated
password that expires after 24 hours. Please note: it
is required to encrypt emails to outside contacts
when the email contains personally identifiable
information (child’s full name, address, email
address, social security number, date of birth, etc).
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
